Special thanks go out to our PTO for 3 terrific evenings at the Corning Civic Center ice 

rink. It was great to see so many students, parents, and teachers in attendance. I hope this 

is a long lasting tradition. (I think I am partial to this event because of my years as a 

hockey player!) 

Our staff did a fantastic job promoting the Inauguration of our new President.  Most of our students 

watched the event live in their classrooms!  Twenty years ago I had my own personal experience with 

this event by marching in George H.W. Bush‟s Inaugural parade.  This peaceful transition of power is 

unique to our democracy and essential learning for our student‟s future as voters. 

The school voice meter has been a positive addition for our school.  The hallways have been quieter 

and many of the teachers are using the meter to refocus classroom noise level expectations.

In the cafeteria, 

cups have been labeled with “0” and “1” and will be placed on the tables to reinforce the students‟ expectations. 

On February 12th, our students will be participating in another Character Education Assembly.  

The focus of the assembly will be on bully prevention, trustworthiness, and a kickoff to the to 

the PTO‟s annual candy sale.  I hope as many families as possible are able to participate in the 

candy sale.  This is a huge event for the PTO!  The funds they are able to raise go toward the 

many events they sponsor.  (Ex. Ice skating, Boo Bash, Spring Fling, Family Movie Night, Op-

eration Greater Joy, etc.) 

The New York State ELA 3-6 grade exams are now complete.  The middle of March will bring the State math exams.  

I thought I would give families some ideas on how to support your child as the exam approaches and beyond. 

 

 *  A majority of the exam includes real life problems the students must solve.  Immerse your child in discus-

sions around the home where math plays a role.  For example, count and make change, give them opportunities to 

measure and weigh objects, graph daily routines, or explain how sharing equally with a sibling or friend is related to 

division. 

 *  Practice addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division facts. 

 *  There are many free websites with parallel tasks the students can practice on the computer. 

Just Google search New York State Exam Help and you will find a host of practice. 

 *  Take an interest in the work your child brings home from school.
